Sample motion of affiliation to become a Nuclear Free Local Authority

 

This Council:

A) Notes that the Prime Minister has declared that nuclear power will be part of the energy mix in the UK for the next 40 years, and recognises that such a programme will:

· Divert resources from decentralised and renewable energy generation and efficiency programmes that can create jobs, improve living standards, and tackle the threat of climate change far more effectively than nuclear power;

· Produce radioactive wastes that remain a danger for thousands of years;

· Create the risk of a catastrophic nuclear accident;

· Increase the capacity for nuclear weapons proliferation and the risk of an attack on a nuclear installation.

B) Recognises that:

· The use of nuclear weapons would be a crime against humanity;

· The UK has an obligation to disarm as a signatory of the international Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty; 

· The £20 billion cost of a new nuclear weapons programme could be used more productively to improve public services.

C) Therefore resolves to:

· Affiliate to the Nuclear Free Local Authorities in order to contribute to local government’s campaign for a safe, sustainable and nuclear free future;

· Send copies of this motion to the Prime Minister and local MPs to demonstrate our opposition to nuclear policies;

· Encourage neighbouring local authorities to similarly consider nuclear free local authority membership.
