Nuclear Free Local Authorities Welsh Forum Strategy Meeting:


Developing a clean, green energy policy for Wales

Following the successful referendum result and the Welsh Assembly elections, this special NFLA Welsh Forum strategy meeting will seek to discuss with other nuclear concerned groups and councillors some of the implications of both issues on Welsh energy policy. This also needs to be considered in the context of the Fukushima disaster on the new build debate, and whether Wales can develop a more independent energy policy promoting renewables in association with Welsh and even bordering English Councils. 





As you will all be aware, between the Welsh Assembly referendum and the elections there occurred the major nuclear incident at the Fukushima nuclear reactor in Japan. This has already had a major impact on nuclear policy in the UK with ‘stress tests’ requested of all civil nuclear facilities, the commencement of a full nuclear safety review by Chief Nuclear Inspector Mike Weightman and the temporary suspension of some of the key elements in the process to develop new nuclear facilities at the likes of Wylfa in Anglesey, Hinkley Point in Somerset and Oldbury in Gloucestershire (such as Generic Design Assessment of new nuclear reactor designs and national nuclear policy statement). It has been recently suggested in media reports that the existing reactors at Wylfa and Oldbury may have to close as a result of the ‘stress tests’ (as the NFLA has called for). This is potentially a pivotal time in the energy debate.





This meeting will seek to consider a number of questions for the NFLA and nuclear-concerned groups: 


Will the new powers given to the Welsh Assembly Government be used to determine a more centralised vision on its energy policy? How can nuclear-concerned groups influence this debate?


What do Welsh politicians believe should be the role of nuclear and renewable energy in this vision? How can nuclear-concerned groups influence their views at a special seminar for such politicians?


After Fukushima, how do nuclear concerned groups encourage the Welsh Assembly Government to oppose developing a new reactor at Wylfa and oppose developments near the Welsh border at Hinkley and Oldbury? 


And how can nuclear-concerned groups and renewable energy groups encourage Welsh politicians to become strong advocates for the promotion of renewable energy and nuclear-free energy (as occurs in Scotland and Ireland)? 





This strategy meeting has been organised by the Nuclear Free Local Authorities Welsh Forum to discuss such issues with its councillor and officer contacts, interested non member councillors and nuclear-concerned groups / renewable energy groups across Wales and around the Hinkley and Oldbury sites.
