2012 MOD consultation on initial dismantling

4 key questions:
How should radioactive material be removed?
Where should radioactive material be removed?

Which type of site should be used to store
ILW prior to a final waste solution?

What environmental considerations need to be
taken into account?

4 options for how material is removed:
Remove the entire Reactor Compartment (RC)

Remove the Reactor Pressure Vessel (RPV)
within the RC

Remove the RPV and reduce to package waste
Do nothing and keep storing submarines
